3. The skater is a “member in good standing” because the skater, or someone on behalf of the skater,
has contributed to the club by volunteering at competitions or other club activities, and owes no
money to the club.

4. This form is complete, accurate, and legible and signed by the skater or (if under 18) a parent.

5. Valid receipts from the said competition or event have been stapled to this request and submitted
after the event has been attended. Valid receipts include coaches’ fees, hotel and travel expenses,
and entry fees. Cancelled checks are not valid receipts.

6. Checks will be completed by the 1 of every month if received by the 20" of the preceeding month
and checks will be made out to skater or parent of skater.

7. Applications must be submitted no later than June 30, 2010.
